	•	Apologies.  Ward Councillor K McLean and PCSO A Ormston

	•	Declaration of Members Interests.  None

	•	Approval of Minutes. H. Anderson proposed that the minutes of 20 January 2026 be approved.  L. Postawa seconded the motion. The minutes were approved. 

	•	Ward Councillors’ Report.  Not a lot to report on. A509 new roundabout means more disturbance there. Update to be provided. Election time in May – different election – MKCC all out elections. Going to vote for 3. Mulsoe not part of Olney but Stoke and Gayhurst will be. Vote for 3 councillors and not just 1. Use all 3 votes not only 1 vote. 

	•	MKCC local plan still ongoing. Decision May – June 2026 – go out to consultation for final plan. Whether delay in that plan depending on who takes over. Same with local transport plan which was up for consultation. Does not affect RPC as we have no public transport. Loop bus, goes in a loop around MKCC and hopefully will come to Olney as well. MK connect needs to link into that system a lot better. 

	•	Potholes a big issue. No investment in them over the last few years that are needed. Report – if you get a response within an hour saying no fixing then send to Ward councillors who can follow up. 2 inches deep also more than 30cm across and has to be a cliff edge not a depression. Must report each hole individually. 

	•	PCSO Report. Received and no mention of the fly tipping issue. 

	•	Flood Plan: Grove said there was no other report going to be forthcoming. RAM to advise re the expectation of a report. 

NG and HA will be attending the Flood preparedness training on 19/03. Meeting head of highways re the drain damage and history and result of non compliance. Drains collapsed. Ancient drains. Weston Road. Carl Devereaux. NG to escalate.
